Moss moved adoption; motion seconded. The Clerk read the
title into the record.

Bob Snyder, Public Works and Utilities, explained the
Proposal and responded to questions from Councilmembers
about the 50-year land lease agreement. O"Malley said he
would like to see an opener on the iInsurance. Snyder said
he would consult with the Risk Management and Prosecuting
Attorney staff and draft language for the Council”s
consideration.

minutes); motion seconded. Moss read the amendment. The
amendment passed on a voice vote.
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O"Malley moved to continue Proposal No. 2000-108, as
amended, to February 6, 2001; motion seconded. The Chair
called for public testimony; there was no response. The
motion to continue passed on a voice vote.

Moss moved adoption; motion seconded. The Clerk read the
title into the record.

Moss moved Amendment No. 1 on the blue (Attachment 2 to
these minutes); motion seconded. Moss read the amendment.
The amendment passed on a voice vote.

The Chair called for public testimony; there was none.
Proposal No. R2001-6, as amended, passed on a roll call
vote of five to zero. (O"Malley was excused at this point.)

PROPOSAL NO. R2001-7, A RESOLUTION OF THE PIERCE COUNTY COUNCIL
CALLING FOR A SPECIAL ELECTION ON MARCH 13, 2001, FOR THE PURPOSE
OF SUBMITTING TO THE AFFECTED VOTERS THE DETERMINATION OF WHETHER

The Clerk read the
Title Into the record. Moss moved to postpone Proposal No.
R2001-7 indefinitely; motion seconded.

The Chair explained that there i1s a lawsuit pending
regarding this Proposal and it cannot be acted upon at this
time.

The motion to postpone indefinitely passed on a voice vote.
