AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS
The purpose of the CoC Homeless Assistance Programs is to reduce incidences of homelessness in CoC Communities, by assisting homeless individuals and families in quickly transitioning to self-sufficiency and permanent housing, as authorized under Title IV of the McKinnecy-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.  Pierce County has made available from the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) funds to be utilized by certified Non Profits.

FUNDING CATEGORIES

1.  Shelter Plus Care Program Renewals – Applicants requesting renewal funding will only be permitted to apply for 100 percent of the local Fair Market Rent (FMR) amount, for each applicable bedroom size.  This is a 12 month renewal.
2. Supportive Housing Program Renewals – Applicants requesting renewal funding must meet the project renewal threshold requirements.  This is a 12 month renewal.
3. Permanent Supportive Housing Bonus – CoC may apply to create one or more new  permanent supportive housing projects.  The bonus may be used to serve homeless disabled families, chronically homeless individuals and chronically homeless families.  Creating new beds for the chronically homeless remains a HUD priority.  Bonus projects may apply for up to a two year grant term.
ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES
1. Acquisition, new construction, and/or rehabilitation of transitional and permanent supportive housing for homeless individuals and families with children
2. Leasing costs for transitional and permanent supportive housing for homeless persons and families with children
3. Operating costs associated with transitional and permanent supportive housing for homeless persons and families with children
4. Supportive services for homeless persons and families residing in transitional and permanent supportive housing.
