Eligible Activities for SHB 2060:

1. Capital Projects: Acquisition, rehabilitation, and/or new construction of housing projects or units within housing projects that are affordable to very low income persons with incomes at or below fifty percent (50%) of the area median income.
2. O&M Projects: Supporting building operation and maintenance costs of housing projects or units within housing projects eligible to receive housing trust funds, that are affordable to very low-income persons with incomes at or below fifty percent (50%) of the area median income, and that require a supplement to rent income to cover ongoing operating expenses.  

3. Rental Voucher Projects: Rental Assistance vouchers for housing projects or units within housing projects that are affordable to very low income persons with income at or below fifty percent (50%)of median, to be administered by a local public housing authority or other local organization that has an existing rental assistance voucher program consistent with the United States Department of Housing and Urban Developments Section 8 rental assistance voucher program standards. 

In 2007 the Washington State Legislature passed E2SHB 1359 which mandated that a priority be given to eligible housing activities that serve extremely low-income households with income at or below thirty percent of the area median income.  Please note that there are separate applications for each of the three eligible activities. Please use the appropriate application for the activity you are applying for. The application instructions are posted on the website.
