In 2005, the Washington State Legislature passed the Homeless Housing and Assistance Act (ESSHB 2163) to guide a statewide effort to reduce homelessness in Washington State by 50 percent by July 1, 2015.  The goal of the HGAP program is to leverage the limited program funding by supporting model projects that reduce homelessness by demonstrating systems change through integration with criminal justice, social service, health, and other state and local systems. While existing programs are important pieces of the solution, local jurisdictions should propose innovative, cost-effective models that are replicable throughout the state.

Total available:  $10,000,000 to Pierce, Snohomish, King, Spokane, Clark (3 projects may be funded)
Pierce County Focus Areas as determined by recent Focus Groups:

· Systems Integration/coordination 
· Affordable Housing
· Substance Abuse services 
· Prevention services
· Emergency Shelter/Transitional Housing services – ability to meet immediate crisis needs of individuals with strong assessment
· Criminal History/Felons

Eligible Projects for HGAP:

1. Measurably reduce homelessness;

2. Demonstrate government cost savings over time;

3. Employ evidence-based models or promising approaches;
4. Could be supported after the HGAP project funding ends using criminal justice, social services, health, and other system resources;

5. Could be replicated in other counties across the state;

6. Include a strong performance measurement component (up to 20 percent of a project award can be used to ensure that outcomes are collected using academically rigorous methodology); and

7. Are consistent with state and local homeless plans. 

Eligible Activities:

1. Programs and/or projects consistent with local homeless housing plans that are consistent with the state homeless plan.

2. Up to 20 percent of the grant may be used for administrative and performance measurement costs, but no more than ten percent can be used for administrative costs.  Administrative costs include expenses directly related to developing and implementing HGAP programs and project, including but not  limited to:**
a. Salaries and benefits;

b. Overhead costs;

c. Financial audits;

d. Accounting;

e. Legal costs;

f. Advertising costs;

g. Advertising and marketing;

h. Insurance;

i. Collection loss; and

j. Real estate taxes.

** Administrative costs will be provided and negotiated if Pierce County is selected as a recipient of HGAP funds.  

Projects funded through the Homeless Grant Assistance Program will not be eligible for Housing Trust Fund funding for the same project.
