PSMAC Identified Policy Issues
Land Use Element
· General: quality of life (define), health, safety. Identify PLU as a focus area
· General: living-wage jobs and attracting industries that create them
· Delete fourth bullet in intro to land use – The character of historically low density residential areas should be preserved, restored, and maintained
· Address issue: business opportunities at 176th and Pacific. Consider redeveloping character, cover in depth what it would look like in the design and character section. Encourage redevelopment.
· Address issue: emphasize sidewalks
· Goal LU-11 and sub-policies: clarify, turn into policy rather than statement, and expand to ensure adequate parking is available with the reuse of older buildings
· LU 6.1: include offensive odors
· Centers: like the idea of placemaking/establishing an identity for centers. Want to see signage and identifiers at center entrances. Apply to all centers.
· LU 15.7 and 15.7.1: standardize what can be done in streetscape areas.
· Neighborhood Center: reflect a neighborhood feel that is compatible with surroundings rather than scale and detail of surrounding structures, and to encourage sidewalks/ pedestrian access
· Community Employment Center heading: change name to “Employment Center” for consistency
· Goal LU-25: add 115th St.
· LU 25-3: delete part “where they provide local needed services” and add another policy to make this an area for living wage jobs
· Residential: look into new PDD regulations and consider eliminating PDDs
· Residential: add language about developing at urban densities
· LU 26.1-26.4: remove policies setting density and portray it in a table at beginning of section
· LU 27.2: Delete policy
· LU 28.2: Delete “minimum and maximum”
· LU 32.2.2: revise to lower % and change “intensity” to “density. Consider deletion.
· LU 33.2: increase allowed square footage or delete part limiting square footage.
